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This updated regulation is part of broader modernization efforts within
the PEC framework, which govern various aspects of the PEC-G, PEC-PLE,
and PEC-PG programs.

\975 The new ordinance establishes the Guimaries Rosa Support Program to
the Student-Agreement, which consists of two main benefits: Guimarades Rosa
Institute (IGR) Scholarship and Return Aid to the country of origin. The IGR
Scholarship cemprises four categories:

1. Merit Scholarship — for PEC-G students demonstrating outstanding
academic performance after completing at least two semesters.

2. Permanence Scholarship — for PEC-G students in financial difficulty,
enrolled in institutions without access to the PROMISAES scholarship.

3. Emergency Scholarship — granted at any time to PEC-G or PEC-PLE
students facing unforeseen financial hardship.

4. Incentive Scholarship — for students pursuing degrees in priority fields
or from strategically important countrics for Brazil’s foreign policy. This
includes additional support for travel and initial settlement in Brazil.

The Return Aid is designed to assist students with the cost of returning to
their country of origin, covering the following categories:

PEC-G graduates with an Incentive Scholarship in a priority field.

PEC-G graduates who benefited from the Merit Scholarship.

PEC-G or PEC-PLE graduates unable to fund their return.

PEC-G or PEC-PLE students in extreme financial vulnerability, unable to
continue their studies.

All PEC-PG graduates.

Additionally, the decree maintains provisions for the repatriation of
